Rules

1) Judging will be based on current general Western Rules as far as practicable, but Trail courses may include obstacles not specified in current Rule Books.  The Judge’s decision is final.


2) All horses and ponies must be four years old or over.

3) Normally acceptable Western tack and attire is mandatory.

4) All classes may be ridden two-handed in a snaffle/bosal or one -handed in a curb with rein carriage for Dressage as per usual Western rules and position, rein contact, etc as for Horsemanship rules.  

5) Riders wishing to enter both Novice and Open in any category must elect to compete in one and enter Hors Concours in the other and if so indicate on the entry form with HC above the relevant class number(s).

6) Dressage - when no salute specified (as in Test 1) and where specified in Test 2, observe the usual Western courtesies and acknowledge the judge before entering at A and after the rein-back.

7) Non-Western riders wishing to participate may enter Hors Concours in conventional English tack and attire.

The Judge reserves the right to ask any competitor to withdraw if considered to be not in control of their horse or causing a problem to others, and the Judge may stop the class at any point if necessary.

5) Reasonable precautions have been taken to ensure the safety of everyone present, but neither Solihull Riding Club nor the organisers can be held responsible for any accident, injury, illness, damage or loss to horses, riders, owners, grooms, spectators or any other person or property whatsoever or howsoever caused.

6) For safety measures to be effective, EVERY INDIVIDUAL shares the responsibility of avoiding situations which could result in an accident occurring, and lungeing is prohibited in covered arenas.
7) The facilities are NOT available to non-competitors for schooling as this is NOT covered by the show Public Liability insurance.
