Rules

1) Judging will be based on current general Western Rules as far as practicable, but Trail courses may include obstacles not specified in current Rule Books.

2) Normally acceptable Western tack and attire is mandatory but non-Western riders wishing to participate may enter Hors Concours in conventional English tack and attire.

3) Novice classes are for horses &/or riders who are currently competing at Novice level, who may compete two-handed in a snaffle/bosal or one-handed in a curb.  Horses &/or riders above this level will be deemed “advanced” and must compete one-handed in a curb.

4) Riders wishing to enter both novice and advanced in the same category for practice must elect to compete in one and enter Hors Concours in the other.
